•	 Out of zone students on an approved Program of 

Emphasis transfer
	 •	 Limited to incoming 9th grade students

TRANSPORTATION
•	 Transportation is provided to eligible in-zone students 

living more than two miles from the school.
•	 Transportation is not provided for out-of-zone Program 

of Emphasis students.
•	 Approved out-of-zone transfer students may apply 

for transportation through the Ticket to Ride program 
(bit.ly/SCPSTicketToRide). Through this program it is 
possible that a student may be granted access to pre-
existing bus routes (pending space availability). This 
program does not create bus stops or bus routes and is 
not guaranteed for the duration of the transfer.

Program Pathways

Path 1: Business  
Students graduate with a high school 
diploma and an Associate in Arts degree 
from Seminole State College. In order 
to qualify for dual enrollment courses, 
students need to earn a college-ready 
score on the PERT test and a minimum of 
a 3.0 GPA. 

Path 2: Entrepreneurship
Students can earn a high school 
diploma and industry certifications (ie. 
Quickbooks) in career and technical 
education (CTE) courses.
